WORD   (25 minutes) 

1. Read aloud Matthew 13:44-46. Assuming you’ve made Jesus the King of your life, 

which person most resembles your spiritual journey - the guy who stumbled on the 

treasure that wasn’t really looking for it OR the merchant who had been searching 

until he found the pearl of greatest value? 

2. Read the 3 verses again. Which interpretation of these parables seems best to you: 

People are the treasure & Jesus is the one who gives up everything to acquire us 

(read Philippians 2:5-8) OR Jesus is the treasure and we are called to give up 

everything in order to fully acquire Him (read Philippians 3:7-9)? 

3. The Main Point of these stories is that the Kingdom of God is so valuable that losing 

everything on earth, but getting the Kingdom, is a happy tradeoff. How have you 

seen this to be true for you? How do you waver in really believing this to be true? 

4. In honest reflection, what do your daily choices reveal to be what is of supreme 

value to you? What other things tend to capture your heart ahead of Jesus? 

5. Discuss this quote from John MacArthur put it: “Salvation costs nothing in the sense 

of payment but everything in the sense of surrender.” 

6. Talk about the Joy that’s found in Full Surrender to Jesus, happily trading in all the 

so-called necessities and even luxuries of this life in order to have more of that. Are 

there any lessor joys that get in the way of this for you?
