o Israel: 931-722. 10 northern tribes, destruction/ruin under Assyria.
e Judah: 931-today. 2 southern tribes, captivity/return under Babylon.

Through it all, God repeatedly commits Himself to His people through
binding promises -
The Covenant of Creation
° Genesis 1-2 (Implicit)

The Covenants of Grace (Each is explicit.)

. __ - God promises to preserve his creation and never
again destroy it by a flood. Genesis 9:9-13, unilateral.

. - God promises a great nation, Canaan, and blessing
(both to and through.) Genesis 12:1-3, 7 and 17:1-14, unilateral.

. ____-God promises the Israelites that they will be His special

people. They are commanded to obey his law, with consequences.
Deuteronomy 11:13-21, bilateral.

. _ - God promises a future king far greater than King David
upon whom the future of God’s Covenant will depend.
2 Samuel 7:9-16, unilateral.

e The _ Covenant - New hearts, hearts of flesh with God’s
law written on them. God’s Spirit poured out and salvation for all who
call upon the name of the Lord. Jeremiah 31:31-34, unilateral.

A New Covenant Promised To God’s People

Jeremiah 31:31-34, A New Covenant Will Come

31 “Behold, the days are coming, declares the Lord, when | will make a new covenant
with the house of Israel and the house of Judah, 32 not like the covenant that | made
with their fathers on the day when | took them by the hand to bring them out of the
land of Egypt, my covenant that they broke, though | was their husband, declares the
Lord. * For this is the covenant that | will make with the house of Israel after those
days, declares the Lord: I will put my law within them, and | will write it on their
hearts. And I will be their God, and they shall be my people. ** And no longer shall
each one teach his neighbor and each his brother, saying, ‘Know the Lord,” for they
shall all know me, from the least of them to the greatest, declares the Lord. For | will
forgive their iniquity, and | will remember their sin no more.”

241 will take you from the nations and gather you from all the countries and bring you
into your own land.
