#2 SAVING GRACE

Ephesians 2:1-10 As for you, you were dead in your transgressions

and sins, %in which you used to live when you followed the ways of this
world and of the ruler of the kingdom of the air, the spirit who is now
at work in those who are disobedient. *All of us also lived among them
at one time, gratifying the cravings of our sinful nature and following
its desires and thoughts. Like the rest, we were by nature objects of
wrath. “But because of his great love for us, God, who is rich in mercy,
*made us alive with Christ even when we were dead in
transgressions—it is by grace you have been saved. °And God raised us
up with Christ and seated us with him in the heavenly realms in Christ
Jesus, ’in order that in the coming ages he might show the
incomparable riches of his grace, expressed in his kindness to us in
Christ Jesus. ®For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith—
and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God— °not by works, so
that no one can boast. **For we are God's workmanship, created in
Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us
to do.

Key phrase: We are saved by grace alone, through faith alone, in
Christ alone

Three Errors People Make about Saving Grace:

Error #1 = It's all God’s mercy and so
is going to be saved!

Error #2 = It's all
that’ll save me

Romans 6:23 For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is
eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

John 1:12 Yet to all who received him, to those who believed in his
name, he gave the right to become children of God

1 John 1:7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have
fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies
us from all sin...

Galatians 3:21b-22 ...Forif a law had been given that could impart life,
then righteousness would certainly have come by the law. **But the
Scripture declares that the whole world is a prisoner of sin, so that
what was promised, being given through faith in Jesus Christ, might
be given to those who believe.

Titus 3:5-6 ...he saved us, not because of righteous things we had
done, but because of his mercy. He saved us through the washing of
rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit, *whom he poured out on us
generously through Jesus Christ our Savior

Error #3 = My salvation rests on
= Jesus’ death and some of my efforts

2 Corinthians 6:2b ...I tell you, now is the time of God's favor, now is
the day of salvation.

Hebrews 2:3 ...how shall we escape if we ignore such a great
salvation?...
