1 John 2:28-29 And now, little children, abide in him, so that 
when he appears we may have confidence and not shrink from 
him in shame at his coming. 29 If you know that he is righteous, 
you may be sure that everyone who practices righteousness has 
been born of him.

What Should Our Response Be To His Return? 
1. Christ’s return should motivate us to ABIDE IN HIM. 
1 John 2: 28 And now, little children, abide in him, so that when 
he appears we may have confidence and not shrink from him in 
shame at his coming.  
 
 
2. Christ’s return should motivate us to LIVE LIKE HIM. 
1 John 3:5-6 You know that he appeared in order to take away 
sins, and in him there is no sin. 6 No one who abides in him keeps 
on sinning; no one who keeps on sinning has either seen him or 
known him.  
 
 
3. Christ’s return should motivate us to OBEY HIM. 
1 John 3:22-24 and whatever we ask we receive from him, 
because we keep his commandments and do what pleases him. 
23And this is his commandment, that we believe in the name of his 
Son Jesus Christ and love one another, just as he has 
commanded us. 24 Whoever keeps his commandments abides in 
God, and God in him. And by this we know that he abides in us, by 
the Spirit whom he has given us.
